Any community college, technical institute, college or university accredited by a regional 
accrediting association will qualify. 
 
Qualifications 
• High School student who has a minimum grade point average of 2.5. 
• Student who has participated in extracurricular and/or community activities. 
• Student who has demonstrated leadership. 
• Student who can express him/herself well in writing. 
• Student whose parent(s) or guardian(s) is a member of USEP. 
• Additional credit will be given those applicants who are pursuing a career in education.
